1) Meeting was called to order by Chairman Cindi Sierak at 6:07. 

2) Minutes from December meeting were read and corrected to show that Meg Fifield was in attendance.  

3) Treasurer’s Report:  Lori Talley

4) Committee Reports:
a) Research and Education: Renee Fischer
