1) The Governor’s Summer Program for Gifted Students

2) The WOGI (Working on Gifted Issues) Project, established in 1996.

3) The Challenge Grant Program for the Gifted, established in 1981.

Moreover, on Friday, May 13th, the new gifted plan for the State of Florida will be released to district superintendents and ESE directors. To stay informed, to receive notice of further impending changes to gifted education, and to take action if necessary, we urge all parents and relatives of gifted children to join one or both of the two gifted organizations below.
